
Links Rules: 
 

1. The 2 whiffs and a chuck rule applies after 
missing the ball twice. (The player can throw it as 
far as they can from where the ball lies.) 
2. If the ball cannot be found the player gets to 
drop a new ball where they think the original ball 
should have been, only a 1 stroke penalty. 
3. If a ball is hit out of bounds (or into a hazard) 
the player may drop a new ball in the fairway, 
about where it went out, with no penalty. 

4. Any putt that is a grips length from the hole, 
is good. (Otherwise know as a gim’me) 
5.  Bunkers always have the 2 whiffs and a 
chuck rule apply after 2 swings.  
6.  At any time the player can choose to not 
play a hole and ride in the cart for that hole. 
7. All pull carts and electric carts must stay on 
cart paths around Tees and Greens 

8. Repair all ball marks on greens and sand all 
divots. (Good Golfers repair theirs plus 1) 
9. Hole 8 South, play from the range is 
prohibited. Any ball crossing the margin of the 
hazard and cannot be found is deemed to be in 
the hazard. 
10. The “un-spoken” hole-in-one rule also 
applies to this course.  
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
